Have you received furniture with an electrical/motor function or components 
and/or with a rechargeable battery?

Then please observe the following instructions in accordance with Section 18, 
Paragraph 4 of the ElektroG (for private households).

This piece of furniture is an electrical appliance as defined by the ElektroG (Elec-
trical Appliances Act). As the owner or end user, we would therefore like to inform 
you of the following:
Separate collection of old appliances (in accordance with §10, paragraph 1)
Electrical appliances that have become waste are referred to as waste applian-
ces. Owners of waste appliances must dispose of them separately from unsorted 
municipal waste.
